Many of our primary
funding sources are all but dissolved, presenting a huge challenge
to our small organization. Even more taxing this year have been the
tasks associated with the “cleaning up” of a thirty year old arts or-
ganization so we can be competitive in getting funding as well as
being successful in fulfilling our mission.

In order to sustain and succeed, any business or organization must continually question
whether their mission meets the needs of a community and whether they fulfill those
needs. Fortunately, in the spring of 2008, our board put in countless hours clarifying what
the mission and goals should be for the organization.

Much of our efforts this past year have been spent getting the organization cleaned up —
vastly improved technology, office set up, marketing materials, business plans and organ-
izational restructuring.

The challenge for 2010 is to continue to serve our community in the best ways possible.
The two primary focuses will be to instigate a sustainable fundraising plan and increase
our volunteer programs and opportunities (two on-going challenges of all nonprofits!).

Due to the cuts in city and state funding we do not have the resources available to con-
tinue to fully support all of our existing programs. The two programs most in jeopardy are
the Children’s Art Walk (May) and the Chalk Art Festival (August). We are actively looking
for support through community partnerships and volunteers to facilitate these popular cul-
tural events which draw thousands of people annually to our downtown core.
