Arts Alive! Comes Alive!

Two Whatcom County students will be enjoying the benefits of one-on-one arts mentorships
through the AAEP collaboration with the 4-H Youth Development of Whatcom County
program this spring. In our first and pilot year mentorship, students and teaching artists will
begin working this March. Gail Weiss and Ellen Clark will be mentoring the budding middle
school artists as they create, among other things, a piece of art to be exhibited in the Allied
Arts Gallery during this years’ Children’s Art Walk.

The mentorship program matches students between ages 13 and 18 with a trained AAEP
teaching artist who provides 10 hours of professional arts training. Potential mentors and
students spend an evening getting to know one another as they make art and play interactive
games. Students and parents select the artist mentor they feel best meets their child’s art
needs. AAEP and the 4-H organization are looking for funds to expand the program next year.
A $300 donation provides one mentorship—support our blossoming young artists!

2010 Public Works of Art in the Schools

Students of all ages at Happy Valley and Alderwood Elementary are creating murals in
schoolwide efforts led by Allied ArtsTeaching Artists. The Alderwood project, led by Mary
Ennes Davis and assisted by Terry Nelson and LaVera Langeman , involves students in
creating a unigue hallway wall mural that mimics the colorful style of Brazilian artst Marcio
Melo. The mural incorporates the current school character-trait theme of “Imagine Excellence”
and will be kicked off with an assembly focusing on excellence by AAEP partner The
Neighborhood Playhouse.

Happy Valley students will create a mural for their school with an animal-based theme of
“Natural Neighbors”. Taught water color techniques by Happy Valley art teacher Lavonne
Chu, students will now work with Teaching Artist Ellen Clark . Each student will create a 3 x 3
water color piece on mat board. Classroom pieces will be joined together and then connected
to make a large-scale school mural.
