Education Project

As parents and children gather school materials, look for new clothes,
and take last-minute summer vacation adventures, the Education
Project has its own flurry of preparations for next year's arts
programming. Included are these upcoming 2010-2011 arts education
projects:
The Arts Impact Summer Institute, August 30th-Sept 1st will train 30+ teachers in
infusing theatre, dance and visual arts into math, science and languages arts. This is the
second year of training for the full Roosevelt Elementary teaching staff and the first year
for three Bellingham School District teachers (Diane Tjomslund/Lowell; Cheryl
Israel/Parkview; Julia Ritchie/Geneva). Five AAEP teaching artists are attending as
training to become Artist Mentors in future programs: Gabriel Miles, Ellen Clark, Gail
Weiss, Rachel Narhi, and Nicole Styles.
A school-wide Lowell Elementary Arts Project begins this fall to bring the returning
students and teachers together to create art for their newly-remodeled building.
Everson Elementary in the Nooksak District begins preparations for a schoolwide arts
project with silk-painting artist Janet Lehwalder. Students will create classroom banners
on the theme of this year's character traits. The banners will be hung in one of the main
hallways.
The Arts Alive! teen mentorship program, continues in its second year with the local 4-H
program. Stay tuned for a fall fundraiser to support this valuable programming providing
art lessons to artistically-inclined students ages 12-18.
Whatcom Museum Family Activities will be provided for Saturdays in October/November
by our teaching artists at the Lightcatcher. Janet Oakley, Claudia Furlow and Thor Myhre
provide arts activities focusing on the theme of the Smithsonian exhibit A New Deal, Ben
Mann brings art activities based on the Day of the Dead holiday.
And there will be more! Our 26 talented and dedicated teaching artists will continue to
offer arts throughout Whatcom County. We're looking forward to a great year.
